PROGRAM DESCRIPTIONS
1. The Secret To Being Loved – Having people respect you doesn’t come from the way you look or what you wear, but how you treat other people.  You have to let God change you on the inside.  The person who is kind and merciful and patient will always earn respect from others.

2. Hide Me, Hide Me – We all do things wrong, that’s called sin.  God sent His Son Jesus to die on the cross so when we accept Him as our Savior He forgives us of all the wrong things we have done.  If God is willing to forgive us, then we should be willing to forgive others.

3. The Dishonest Salesman – The Bible tells us the truth.  It shows people how they can receive everlasting life and forgiveness by believing in Jesus.  Once a person accepts God’s gift of salvation and becomes a Christian, God teaches them through the Bible how to love other people.  God’s way works better than the world’s way. 

4. Three Finger Jack – God wants us to love other people and not hate them.  God commands Christians to love people no matter what they’ve done.  God can forgive them and give them the chance to turn from evil and do good.  Trusting Jesus is the only way to break the chains of hatred.

5.  The Woman At The Well – Jesus loves everyone, even when they do bad things.  God cares about each person and we should, too.

6. Story In A Box – The story of Jesus’ birth is presented in a box, as well as His life on earth.  Jesus had the power to do miracles and also the power to give everlasting life.  People deserve to be punished for the wrong things they do, but Jesus paid the punishment for them when He died on the cross.  Anyone who believes in Him (who He is…the Son of God, and what He did…died and rose again for our sins) can be forgiven and have eternal life.

7.  God’s Indescribable Gift – God did something for people that is so great there are no words that can properly explain how great it was.  People disobey God.  The Bible calls that sin.  But, when you break God’s law there is a penalty -  death. God loves people and He wants them to be able to spend eternity with Him, so He sent His Son Jesus to pay the penalty.  Jesus died on the cross.  He was taking our place and paying the price for our sins.  Jesus was God’s gift to people – an indescribable gift.

8.  Three Young Friends – The Bible says our lives are better when we do good things instead of things that hurt other people.  The Bible is God’s word to help set people free from all the evil in the world.  When Jesus rose from the dead He promised that anyone who believed in Him would have a new life.

9.  Jesus And The Pharisee – Jesus was invited to eat dinner at a Pharisee’s (a religious leader of the Jews) house.  As they were preparing to eat, a woman came in who had done some very bad things.  She had a bottle of expensive ointment and she poured it on Jesus’ feet.  The Pharisee was upset because he didn’t think Jesus should let this sinful woman touch His feet.  Jesus saw her heart and forgave her sins.  You can always tell who really believes in Jesus because they are so thankful for what Jesus has done for them.
